Critiquing Film

Consider the following as you critique film.
	Message/Purpose
	· Meets the intended purpose of the film (inform, persuade, evoke and emotional response, entertain or a combination of these). 

	Script
	· Engages audience.

· Includes dialogue appropriate for the characters (if applicable).

	Acting 
	· Includes line delivery appropriate to the characters (if applicable).

· Includes body language and actions appropriate to the characters (if applicable).

	Video
	· Is focused (unless purposefully otherwise).

· Is steady throughout.

· Uses a variety of camera angles and shots that are appropriate to the purpose/message of the film.

	Audio
	· Is clear (unless purposefully otherwise) and devoid of ambient noise.

· Is appropriate to the mood, content, and purpose of the film (if music is included).

	Lighting
	· Is sufficient for each scene.

· Uses lighting variations appropriately (if applicable).

· Is appropriate to the mood, content, and purpose of the film.

	Editing
	· Deletes scenes that do not enhance the mood, content, and purpose of the film.

· Crops scenes effectively.

· Uses cinematic techniques, such as black and white or color, effectively in the editing process to enhance the mood and content of the film.

	Transitions
	· Uses appropriately for the mood and content of the film.

	Titling/Text
	· Includes titles, subtitles, and text (where appropriate) that are clear, spelled correctly, and enhance the story/message of the film.
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
