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In the Documentary Film Making Seminar, students will review filmmaking skills such as storyboarding, tips for shooting film footage, and tips for constructing a movie.  They will also view and evaluate documentaries filmed by others. After reviewing filmmaking techniques and strategies, students will work at home to create a 2-3 minute documentary of their own.  Students whose film content focuses on the local or global environment may have an opportunity to have their work presented at the Environmental Film Festival at the AFI Silver Theater in Silver Spring in the spring.  

Participation in this seminar requires some previous working knowledge of handling a video camera and constructing a film as well as home access to a video camera and video editing software.  It also requires a high level of commitment to conduct in-depth research for the documentary and to construct a 2-3 minute film that illustrates a documentary story.  It most likely will require going on location to interview experts and shoot visual footage relevant to the concept developed in the documentary.
